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In this publication is a copy of my report to the 
Committee at this year’s AGM but I would like also 
to add a few things here – namely some of the im-
provements that have occurred through the past 
twelve months…. 

¨ Painting has occurred throughout the common 
areas of both Hostel and Lodge with rooms 
being painted when vacated if required. 

¨ All rooms in the Hostel have now had vinyl flooring installed. This 
has been a great boon to both our infection control and also in 
maintaining a clean, safe environment for our residents. 

¨ Water softeners have been added to the Hostel and Lodge. These 
will assist in the skin integrity of our residents as the water (due to 
the drought for one reason) becomes more and more harsh. The 
softeners will also assist greatly in the maintenance requirements 
of water heating equipment (Laundry & Kitchen Equipment and 
Hot Water Services). 

¨ The fire services in the Hostel have been upgraded thereby effec-
tively neutralising false alarms. 

¨ Queensland Fire Rescue Services were contracted to update 
our Fire and Emergency Manual. They were also tasked to pro-
vide initial education to our staff in this area. 

¨ Last year I was pleased to report on the 1-off grant permitting us 
to upgrade the computer infrastructure in Cabanda. There has been a 
great deal of research since then with some trailing of software appli-
cations. It is envisaged that we will be installing the 1st software com-
ponent within the next few weeks. 

With the increased dependence on computers and increasingly com-
plex reporting requirements of our funding bodies our computer appli-
cations are a tool that Cabanda is unable to do without. 

This is only some of the major enhancements that have occurred here 
at Cabanda ~ some of these being quite major indeed. There has

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been any number of smaller (but no 
less important) improvements; for in-
stance: our sewing ladies have made 
slip-on covers for the wheat packs 
and colourful bed spreads have been 
purchased. New pictures on the walls 
have added to the homey quality our 
residents enjoy. This occurs along 
with the ongoing refinements and im-
provements within the process em-
ployed in managing all areas of Cabanda – (the Hostel, Village, Day 
Respite, CACPS, Meals On Wheels). 

We are constantly looking for ways to improve the services offered to 
our residents and clients and to this, I welcome any 
suggestion. If it is at all viable, we will integrate it into 
our client care or systems.

EMMA'S HANDY HINT 
Ammonia can be used to 
give jewellery a sparkle.

On the 3rd  July, 1868, Mr. William 
Matthew from Ipswich purchased 
land comprising 80 acres (32 
hectares) from the Queensland 
Government. This land was de-
scribed as Portion 283 County of 
Churchill Parish of Walloon and 
covered land east of what is now 
John Street, Rosewood as far as 
the rear boundary of the allot-
ments on the eastern side of Mat-
thew Street, Rosewood and ex-
tending from the railway line to 
Walloon Road. 
The land was purchased for the 
princely sum of Fifteen Pounds 
or $30.00, which was probably 
quite a handsome sum of 
money back than. 

The actual land title was issued 
on the 23rd July, 1875 under the 
hand of William Wellington 
Cairns, the Governor of Queen-
sland and almost immediately 
William Matthew began to subdi-
vide and sell his land. Some early 
purchases included 6 acres 3.5 
perches (being subdivision 7) by 
Andrew Horan and Michael 
O’Malley, land still owned by the 
Catholic Church as well as 3 

roods 32 perches (almost an 
acre) being subdivision 2, by the 
President, Secretary and Treas-
urer of the Queensland Congre-
gational Union, and presently the 
home of the Uniting Church of 
Australia. 

On the 14th March, 1883 Subdivi-
sion 16 containing 4 acres 2 
roods 39 perches was sold to 
James Ryan. As land around it 
was further subdivided and new 
roads created, Subdivision 16 re-
tained its original area and in 
more recent times was acquired 
by Thomas Ronald Sugden and 
later sold to Barry William and 
Nanette Sandra Blackmore. In 
1973 the land was sold to Ivan 
and Pauline May Ilijev who at the 
time operated Ivan’s Machinery

Rosewood Aged People’s Home 
Committee with a purchase price 
of $ 20,000.00. On the 4th  April, 
1985 the Rosewood Aged Peo-
ple’s Home Committee was incor-
porated and on the 19th June, 
1985 the land was transferred into 
the name of the Rosewood Aged 
People’s Home Committee Incor-
porated.
